So I sold a bunch of my
real estate, raised enough capital to buy the
Sawmill on Calgary Trail in 1976 and went to
work. At 25, I was totally independent and in
charge of my own destiny.”

One of the greatest challenges Tom faced and
one that many peogle in the hospitality
industry face is getting the backing of a bank.
“It’s always been very difficult, very trying.

Banks tend to look at the hospitality industry -

with a very skeptical eye. But I have always
enjoyed the challenge. When somebody says
Tean't do something, then I guess the hair
comes up on the back of my neck and I want
to prove them wrong. ;
“Fortunately, I have been lucky. Years ago, it
was Tasker Kelsey, of the Toronto Dominion
Bank, who believed in me and whom I named
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my son after. He is a dear friend who taught
me many things. Today it's Bill Book of the
Canadian Western Bank, who shakes his
head and wonders about the amount of
money I invest in my restaurants. But he also
knows me, he knows the kind of person I am
and he knows my reputation.
